The Associationof CollegiateAlumnae
(AAUWOs chief predecessorfought
this contentionin 1885 and won, by
gathering data from its membersto
showthatthey hadsufferednoill health
from their college and postgraduatg
education.In 1888, the WesternAsso-
ciation of CollegiateAlumnae(founded
here in San Francisco)made educa-
tional history by establishingthe first
graduatefellowship for women (given
to Vassar graduate Ida Street).

Californiais still the largestcontributor,
enablingthe EducationalFoundationto
award nearly $3 million in grantsto
women at the dissertationor doctoral
level, and to those pursuing career-
