Educational Foundation

In 1873, a prominentBostonphysician,
Dr. E.H. Clarke, wrote a book arguing
that too much study would give women
brain fever and render their children
sickly, if they were to have them at all.

The Associationof Collegiate Alumnae
(AAUWOschief predecessorpught this
contentionin 1885 and won, by gath-
eringdatafrom its memberdo showthat
they hadsufferedno ill healthfrom their
college and postgraduateeducation.In

1888, the Western Association of

Collegiate Alumnae (founded here in

SanFrancisco)madeeducationahistory
by establishinghe first graduatefellow-

ship for women (given to Vassar
graduate Ida Street).

Californiais still the largestcontributor,
enablingthe EducationalFoundationto
award nearly $3 million in grantsto
women at the dissertationor doctoral
level, and to those pursuing career-
related or community-based projects.

Legal Advocacy Fund

Foundedin 1981, the Legal Advocacy
Fund (LAF) works to achieveequity for
women in higher educationby recog-
nizing inDecativeefforts to improve the
climate for women on campus; by
offering assistanceto women faculty,
staff, and studentswho havegrievances
againstcollegesand universities;and by
supporting sex discrimination lawsuits.

The LAF Board only approvessupport
of caseswhich are currentlyinvolved in

litigation, and that havethe potentialto

set legal precedent.

The Legal Advocacy FundOsannual
Progressin Equity Award recognizes
indicative and replicable college and
university programs.
